Danger Statement’s Marie’s Case

Marie, social worker is worried that Emma may be hurt again, like the time in August when she got a deep burn to her inner thigh that the paed said was non-accidental. Marie is worried that neither Roni nor John could explain how E was burned and so would not be able to keep her safe from getting hurt again. This would have been upsetting and distressing for Emma and if it happens again, she may have to spend some time away from her mother being cared for by other people.

Marie, social worker is worried that Emma may get burned again and may be hurt, scarred and frightened by this and John and Roni will be arrested again. Marie would also be worried that it would look like parents may be doing this deliberately and as a result, Emma may not be able to live with them.

Marie, social worker, is worried that Emma 20/12, sustained a deep burn to her upper thigh. The Paed has stated that the burn was caused by sustained pressure off a hot object and neither Roni nor John can provide a reasonable explanation for this injury. The social worker is concerned that E may get hurt again and R & J will not be able to explain how this injury was caused.

Marie, social worker and the doctor from the hospital are worried because Emma has a bad burn on the inside of her thigh which they think must have hurt her when it happened. They are worried because neither R nor J can tell them how it happened. This makes them think that either R or J deliberately caused the burn with a hot object. Marie and the doctor are worried Emma may get another burn and be badly hurt again.

Marie, social worker is worried that Emma 20/12 will suffer another burn as she did in mid-August in the care of her mother and John.  Marie is worried for E’s safety because mother and John don’t know how it happened so they won’t be able to prevent it from happening again and therefore Emma will possibly suffer another serious injury.

Marie, social worker is worried for Emma 20/12, because Emma has in August got a serious burn mark 3cm x 3cm on her leg. The doctor refuted Emma could have caused this accident herself, the doctor said the burning is caused by a hot, hard instrument. The parents couldn’t explain how E got the burn mark. Marie is worried that it can happen again and that the parents can’t prevent another burning as they couldn’t protect Emma the first time.

Marie is worried that Emma 20/12 has suffered an unexplained burned injury to her inner thigh whilst in J & R’s care. J & R said they did not cause this injury, the doctor said it was caused by sustained pressure from a hot object. Marie is worried Emma could suffer a similar injury in the future.

Marie, social worker, is worried that Emma will get hurt or get an injury that mum and John can’t explain when E lived alone with them as it has happened once before when she got a bad burn on her thigh.

Marie, social worker, is worried that Emma 20/12 will again get burn marks like the one she got in August to her inner thigh and mum and Roni & stepdad John said they didn’t know how it happened and therefore will not be able to protect E from similar harm or burn marks in the future.

Emma was in medical care in August with a deep burn on her inner thigh. Dr said it is very unlikely  that this burn happened accidentally, he said it was caused by sustained pressure of a hot object. The social worker Marie and the parents R & J were not able to find an explanation for the burn. Marie, the social worker is worried about that an incident like this can happen again and Emma will be at its worst, seriously injured.

Marie is worried that there has been no explanation for the burn injury to Emma which the doctor believed is not an accident and that therefore Emma may be hurt again in the future. Marie is  concerned that if E is hurt again without explanation, it may not be possible for her to continue to live with R & J as they are not able to keep her safe.

The dr is saying what worries him is that whether it was accidental or deliberate it seems the parents where not aware/ didn’t know that the emma was in pain 

(AT) Marie N Yorkshire social services is worried that Emma, 20 months might be hurt again like she was when she had the serious burn on the inside of her thigh in May 2010 that the Dr say was probably caused by the ‘sustained pressure of a hot object’ (like a ___). What makes Marie particularly worried is that the injury happened when Emma was with John and Roni and the doctor says that the explanations that John and Roni gave for how they think burn might have happened does not equate with the type of burn and how bad it was.
(What makes Marie particularly worried is that the injury happened when Emma was with John and Roni and the doctor says that the big problem is that the parents didn’t notice that Emma was in pain)
(Viv) Marie the social worker is worried that either R, J or both have deliberately injured Emma 20 months by burning her and so they might hurt her again and cause her serious injury.
Questions for Marie’s Case:

For family - #5 Given the worries are there anything you are going to do different?

Around the time it happened can u think about/canyou tell us what the daily routines were? (General question then move to specific)

# 1 Mum if e was here what would e answer when asked what j was doing while she got her burn?

#4 What do you think that i/agency r worried about E in the future?

1st describe daily routines. Then - Can u describe to me what E is like to look after and care for? (to both r and J) How would J and R describe E?

To R and J: Considering the DS – has your thinking changed about how E might have got this burn?

#5 – Have you thought about how it would be to confront R and J if you were to find a mark on E?

Who would say to social services that there is a new injury/burn/mark?

Have you thought about how it would change your relationship with R and J  if you were to find a mark/injury/burn and tell social services?

Routines: When during the day do you think the injury could have happened? (when is worst time of day to look after E?)

What has been the impact of the injury on your relationship?

# 1 and 2: Do u think E’s injury could have happened while in R and J’s care? (depending on answer) If not, why not? (not sure) what makes it unsure? How can you be so sure?

#3: Its difficult for us to understand how this could have happened without you knowing so can you help us to understand how it could happen without either one of you hearing the baby’s distress (which the dr said would have happened) What are your worries? (What would worry you about telling us if you know what happened or you knew more than what you’re telling?)

What are you already doing since the incident that raises the security of Emma?

On the one hand we see u r v caring parents and then list all the working well things so it must be a shock the agency come in and perhaps they didn’t do anything and contrast to DS where 20 month old with serious deep burn  . . . if we cannot come up with an explanation we have to create a v clear plan together to make sure that nothing like this can happen again to make clear that the agency must decide . . . Do they understand this? And who do they think should be involved in developing, creating and executing the plan? (Make clear we have to judge your plan)

What happened in detail in 48hours around injury – is that usual/different? There do appear to b times in the day when one of you were not with E have you thought about whether anything could have happened to hurt E when u weren’t there?

If u were on own with E how do u manage to go to toilet or have a shower when looking after E? Where is E when u do this? 

#5 To J and R: what is most important sign that the extended family should be aware of that extended fam should be aware of that E is at risk of being hurt again? Who would b the first to see it? What would he or she see and how should he or she reacte?

Is it possible that J (or R) a, accidently or b, purposefully cause the injury to E but did for whatever reason decide not to tell? (what are all the reasons why you wouldn’t tell if you knew something more?)

To everyone: How can u make sure its not going to happen again? 

Talk to R and J together: Can you describe what is going well and what not going so well?

AT: This is incredibly hard situation, one of the hardest for us as professionals, but probably even more so for you because Emma belongs to you and you love her. She has suffered a serious injury and none of us can figure out. You have been fantastic Ronnie and John – you’ve talked openly, you’ve involved others including Bill, you’re willing consider the worst possibilities that maybe someone might have done this (build a whole list of compliments based on whats working well to use time and again with everyone)

Ask everyone: I know you’re all worried – and this is difficult to express cause we have to think about the range of possibilities from one of R and J did it to it was an accident – what most worries you? (Let me tell you that the more you can think the worst possibilities the happier I’ll be)  

Can you tell me since the injury happened and no matter how it was caused to make what you are doing different sure nothing like could happen in the future?

Depending on what they say to what they are worried about ask them what do you think I am most worried about?

If E injured like this again what do you think needs to happen? Do you think we would be justified to remove or change the primary carers?

Re injury to Emma – each rate 0 to 10 10 is I feel I fully understand what the Dr is saying about the type of injury and the physical details of the injury and I fully understand what the dr is worried about and 0 is I’m really muddled about what the injury was and why the Dr is so worried and Social Services is involved where are you?

Ask the people that are highest to explain through your questions the precise physical details of the injury and the issues attached – so ask the strongest person to explain as best they can what they understand about the shape, depth of burn, what the dr said about how it probably happened and what most worries the dr etc

I have to think about 0 to 10 safety from remove to close – where do you think I am? (Maybe where are you? – depends on context)

To Marie: Context scale

 On a scale of 0 to 10 where you are really clear and have words about what you mean and are worried about the issue of ‘non-accidental’ and can say that clearly to family 0 is I’m  pretty muddled about the issue where are you? 

On a scale of 0 to 10 where you are really clear and have words about what you mean and are worried about the doctors issue of the parents seeming to say they didn’t notice the pain the dr say 20/12 would have been in and how that connects to the non accidental possibility and can say that clearly to family 0 is I’m pretty muddled about the issue where are you?

Possible full hypothetical with R and J or more simple version where you ask each of them and all network – This is probably the hardest question I could ask you – what would you do different to make sure E is safe if you had to hold the possibility that ___ had done it?

Future Safety

Prep: This is really difficult. You guys are Fantastic!!!!! – we see your love of Emma, we see your openness, we see your commitment and that you are struggling with exactly the issue we see!!!! We see that you wont accept this ever happening again and that you know we  We want E with you!!!

If we hold the possibility that one of R or J did this (the worst possibility – you are fantastic for engaging with this difficult question!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!!) but we do want them to still be primary carers what are your best ideas for making sure nothing like this can happen again? And what else and what else and what else (Show them a safety plan for injured infant case from T and E)

With R and J particularly rate your parenting and care 0 to 10 (maybe don’t have to share). Suppose you were exactly the parent  and able to provide the care you want to and have all the support you need to do this what would it look like? What else, what else and what else?
